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Sidney Myer, a generous philanthropist in his lifetime, left a portion of his estate
upon his death in 1934 to be invested for the benefit of the community in which
he made his fortune. That act created the Sidney Myer Fund which will exist in
perpetuity, the income from which is distributed annually.

The Myer Foundation was established in 1959 by Sidney’s sons, Kenneth Myer
AC DSC (deceased) and Baillieu Myer AC, and their sisters Mrs Neilma Gantner
(deceased) and Lady Marigold Southey as a way to support initiatives and new
opportunities arising from contemporary issues. The Myer Foundation was
endowed through Kenneth Myer’s estate following his death in 1992.

The Sidney Myer Fund and The Myer Foundation continue the legacy of Myer
family generosity, through members of four succeeding generations of the
Myer family, who give in many ways, to make significant and lasting changes in
our society.



This Annual Report marks the
completion of the second year of the
Sidney Myer Fund and The Myer
Foundation’s refreshed five-year
strategy which centres our activities
around the themes of acting bigger,
adapting better and strengthening family
engagement.

We act bigger by focussing our resources
in fewer areas and utilise tools other
than grantmaking to achieve greater
impact. This year, the Sidney Myer
Fund made the second payment of a $2
million grant to Arts Centre Melbourne
for Asia TOPA: Triennial of Performing
Arts while The Myer Foundation made
its second payment of a $4 million grant
to the Victorian College of the Arts to
enhance further the redevelopment of
the Southbank arts precinct. Both of
these grants have catalysed considerable
support from other sources, further
underscoring their significance for
recipients.

The Sidney Myer Fund and The Myer
Foundation continue to adapt better by
refining our grantmaking practices in
response to specific needs in particular
sectors. This year saw the introduction
of capacity building funding for the
Sidney Myer Fund by the Arts and
Humanities Committee, while the
second round of Myer Innovation
Fellowships were conferred. Both the
Fellowships and Capacity Building
Streams exemplify our desire to build
programs around recipients’ needs
whilst learning from our previous
experience.

Family engagement feels particularly
intensified at present. This year saw
The Myer Foundation recognise an
increase in G4 volunteerism in the
wider community through its Family
Grants Program while a special concert
was held to mark the 8oth anniversary
of Sidney Myer’s passing. With the
support of the Sidney Myer Fund the
Bendigo City Council’s celebratory
event at The Capital Theatre was

a most appropriate and enjoyable
occasion for all who attended.

On the whole, our philanthropic
activities reveal much more than those
listed here. This report features further
initiatives supported this year as well as
a detailed list of the individual grants
approved by the Trustees of the Sidney
Myer Fund and the Directors of The
Myer Foundation.

In closing we acknowledge the tireless
and dedicated work of those in the
not-for-profit sector. Our philanthropy
is only as impactful as their efforts

are indefatigable and we look forward
to working with these inspiring
individuals, and many others, in years
to come.

The Sidney Myer Creative Fellowships recognise outstanding talent and exceptional
courage in mid-career artists. Each Fellow is awarded an unrestricted grant of $160,000
over a two year period. To be nominated for a Fellowship, artists and thought leaders must
be within seven and 15 years of their creative practice. The Fellowships are open to artists
and arts managers across the entire spectrum of the visual, performing, interdisciplinary,
new media and literary arts. In September 2014, eight Fellowships were awarded.
