HACCP identifies the critical points where contamination is more likely to occur. Based on these results, specific procedures are studied
and applied to constantly monitor every stage of the food process to prevent hazards.

5.5 Troubleshooting
5.5.1 Common Problems

In the event of severe failure, it is essential to turn off the appliance at the circuit breaker, and close the water shut-off valve located upstream
of the appliance.

PROBLEM POSSIBLE SOLUTION

Check that the circuit breaker is closed and the grid voltage is present

Make sure the oven door is properly closed

The oven does not start. Make sure you have set the parameters of the cooking cycle properly

5.5.2 Door Micro Switch

The door micro-switch is the device which stops the cooking cycle of the oven when the door is opened. Once the door is closed, the
regular cycle is resumed. Do not operate this device manually with the oven door open.

5.5.3 Motor Thermal Breaker

The fan motor is equipped with a built-in thermal protection which stops operation in case of overheating. The motor restarts automatically
as soon as its temperature is lowered, returning within the safety range.

5.5.4 Oven Chamber Safety Thermostat

If the temperature in the oven chamber reaches 350°C, the thermostat disconnects the power supply to the heating elements of the oven.
This safety device can be reset by removing the safety button cap, then pressing the “safety reset” button located at the back of the oven.
